Inexpensive set of WATER MISCIBLE (water soluble) oil paints, like Duo, Aua
oil, by Holbein (available at Utrecht). Windsor-Newton also makes a water
miscible oil paint available at Jerry's Artarama. Tubes can be bought individually.
Also, students may want to share colors.

Suggested colors: a medium primary blue, ultramarine blue, lemon yellow or
light yellow, yellow ochre, a primary red, alizarin crimson, vermillion, green, sap
green, burnt sienna, ivory black, permanent white.

Students can work on any type of appropriate support, select from the following:
gesso board, pre-primed wood panel, stretched canvas (pre-primed), suggested
sizes are 11 x 14, 16 x 20, 18 x 24. Bring just one to first class. You may need
more depending on how ambitious you are. Also, canvas pads can be useful.

Set of inexpensive brushes for oil painting. (various sizes 1/4 inch - 1/2 inch - 1
inch) rounds, filberts and brights. Also, an inexpensive all-purpose 2" brush for
underpainting.

Small dish detergent for clean-up.
